The 
second plaque on the memorial is a dedication to Des Goodwin who was captain coach of WPCC 
and a tireless worker for the Club.  He died only a few months before we won our first Chandler 
Flag.

Our round 9 clash saw us suit up against 4 th placed Norwood in what was always going to be a fierce competi-

tion. We simply had to get back on the winning list particularly at home and Norwood were needing to consoli-

date its place in the four if it wanted to play finals.  Near perfect conditions prevailed with Coutta winning the 

toss and putting Norwood into bat.  The Norwood openers got off to a fair start before spinner Mick Letson 

got the break through at 46. In fact Letson and left arm medium swing sensation Mark Dunk worked well 

together at this stage of the innings to take two wickets a piece (Dunk getting the prized wicket of Johnson 

for a duck) to have the visitors 4/64 in a great display. McCubbin and Downs worked to steady the ship how-

ever got out through some tight bowling either side of the tea interval for 33 (M. Dunk) and 38 (L. Barley) 

respectively. It was only some stoic resistance from veteran Bruce Sansom, who made 32, that stopped us 

routing them for around the 180 mark. At the end of the day they made 206 which as we know is no where 

near par on our ground. Whilst all the bowlers did a great job the stand out, and I suspect break out perform-

ance, came from Mick Letson who bowled 19 overs, 5 maidens and took 5/51 his best performance for the 

club to date. As we all know he is a very good spinner who can make them spin and bounce and has a developing 

repertoire of variation with his bowling. Mick was ably supported by Mark Dunk who returned figures of 3/58 

off 25 overs. It should also not go unreported how well Coutta managed his field and bowlers, particularly 

after tea to contain them to the gettable total. As Coach Perrett stated after day 1éé..ówe would have taken 

that score at the start of the dayó. 

Day 2 brought with it glorious conditions for the chase. Allport and Parker opened the innings and did every-

thing that the team would have spoken about pre game. That is, get through the openers, work to drinks, build 

the base etc etc. The openers did a wonderful job both getting half centuries against one of the most formi-

dable and miserly attacks in the competition, Allport eventually out for 56 and Parker 53. At one stage we 

were 1/129 and cruising, however when we lost Parker at 129 we sustained a disastrous middle order batting 

collapse loosing 6/14. Teetering at 7/143 it was up to Rossco Little (30*) initially with Brushy (21) and then 

Mick Letson (25) to withstand some pretty intense pressure to eventually get us across the line eight down. 

Whilst the coaching staff were clearly disappointed with the collapse in was great to witness the grit and 

resolve of the lower order get us the points.  

Round 10 sees us venture to second last placed Croydon Ranges at their home ground for what should be a 

very winnable game.
